Naturally,
since | want to be
“‘informed” along with the
rest of my fellow citizens,

ready for any extraordinary headline, however far-
fetched. Interestingly, a few weeks ago, one of these
tabloid newspapers (and | use that term lightly) carried
this headline, Amazing Proof of Life After Death!

As I'm sure you can all imagine, that is not such an
earthshaking disclosure, especially for those of us who
embrace the reality of the living God. After all, | think
that most of us have had proof of life after death for a
long time.

For as in Adam all die, so also in
Christ shall all be made alive. (I Corinthians 15)

Moreover, the same affirmation is revealed to us in
John’s Gospel, Chapter 14, when Jesus tells his
disciples: In my father’s house are many rooms, If it
were not so, | would have told you that | go to prepare a
place for you? And when | go and prepare a place for
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you, | will come again and will take you to myself, so that where | am you may be
also.

Ah, yes, but the supermarket tabloid informed me that its story is based on fact;
my proof is based solely on faith, the evidence of things not seen, to quote Scripture.
Thus, it seems that the issue comes down to this . . . My proof is only valid if one
accepts the premise that the words of Scripture are the truth. The simple question
thus becomes, can you trust the Bible? Can you trust Jesus Christ?

| believe the answer is embedded in our response to the fundamental question,
“Who is your Lord and Savior and do you intend to be his disciple and obey his Word
and be a reflection of his divine love in action?” Only if you and | can respond with
the unhesitating affirmation that, “Jesus Christ is my Lord and Savior and | intend to
be his faithful withess forever,” will the reality of life beyond the grave become
manifest.

Christ; we, who are witnesses to the resurrection; we, who are witnesses to the
Easter experience, most certainly have it!
